History Lives
Through Harvey's
Efforts

*m§ oanne Harvey has an impressive
list of needlework and textile-related
credentials to her name, but the one
which carries most weight with stitchers
is the fact that she was chosen to re-
search and reproduce the oldest known
signed American sampler, the Loara
Standish sampler. The long, narrow
piece, which dates (o the late 1630s or
early 1640s, hangs in America’s oldest
public museum, Pilgrim Hall in Ply-
meoeuth, Massachusetts, where Joanne
did preliminary research for her repro-
duction task.

“It was such an honor Lo be asked by
the museum (o reproduce this impor-
tant piece. It was such a learning expe-
rience [or me. It took almost five years
to complete the research and produc-
tion of the project. No other American
samnpler holds the esteem of students,
coliectors, and historians of American
needlework like this piece,” states Jo-
anne. “T'o stitch in a seventeenth cen-
tury manner can be a bit [rustrating
when trying to understand techniques
and stitches no longer practiced in the
same manner. To add to the research
of this piece gives the greatest sense of
fulfillment to those of us interested in
preserving needlework history, To
know that Loara’s sampler and stitches
